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THE tale comes from Gabriel Garcia Marquez and it has not been mangled or over-dramatised.
Instead, director Netta Yashchin has chosen to allow it the form of classic narrative in the third person. 

Hence, despite some of its disturbing content, it embraces its audience with elements of the contenting feeling that comes when someone tells aloud a good story. 

The actors cruise and slither between the many characters with scant regard for gender, age or even species. 

Only the divine Astrid Pill remains constant as she who only came to use the phone. She has trouble getting to the phone for it is into a madhouse that she haplessly has fallen. 

Yaschin has assembled a splendid cast, a cream of talent - Stephen Sheehan, Susie Skinner, Paulo Castro and Stephen Noonan - who, defying the prodigious heat, give an eloquent all to their performances thus engaging enthusiastically and completely, against all odds, the tiers of sweat- soaked audience. 

As for Alyuosis Lesson, his guitar accompaniment is the ultimate enhancement of this very, very fine production.
